Speaker’s Profile and Description of Sessions: 

Rev. Dr. Masanobu Endo, born in 1963, is the senior pastor at Kodaira Bible Church and a professor of New Testament at Japan Bible Seminary.  He studied philosophy and theology in Japan and at Gordon Conwell Theological Seminary, (USA) and University of St. Andrews (UK) for his PhD. 

Dr. Masanobu Endo will do three Bible Expositions based on John 15. 

Dr. Susan Mary Allen (Sue Allen) is presently the Dean, School of Health, University of Northampton.  Sue finished her doctorate in nursing in 2005 at the University of Leicester. Among her professional achievements is being a research reviewer to a number of foundations and societies and with previous employments as director of different institutions.  Sue is a member of the NCF International Board and the European Board. She is also the coordinator of the International Leadership Programme of NCFI.  
Sue will bring to the conference a series of sessions on Christian leadership in nursing.  The NCFI framework and core concepts of leadership are based on what was modeled by Jesus being a servant, a shepherd, a steward and a scholar. A workshop on leadership styles and personal assessment of who we are in Christ will follow the first session. It will explore biblical perspective on personal leadership and identify the characteristics that Jesus demonstrated that trained, challenged and encouraged others.

Esther is a member of the pastoral care ministry at Wesley Methodist Church in Singapore. Esther has been in fulltime Christian service since 1979.   She finished her PhD at Fuller Theological Seminary in Pasadena, California.  Currently, she is also an adjunct lecturer on Christian leadership at Bethany International University. Esther conducted a workshop in 2006 on spirituality and wholeness at the Conference on Wholistic Christian Counselling in Asia and has taught on spiritual wholeness and healing in various churches in Singapore and in a Baptist church in Malacca. 

Esther will take two sessions on, “The ministry of spiritual care among nurses”

These sessions seek to re-emphasize in some practical way that “our effectiveness as helping people is dependent on the harmony we experience with God, ourselves and other people…we need to experience the love of God and other people in order to love our patients.  We need to know personal forgiveness from God and others in order to communicate forgiveness to our patients.  Spiritual needs – both our own and our patients’- are met by God, who communicates his meaning and purpose, his love, and his forgiveness to us through prayer, Scripture and other people.”  Sharon Fish and Judith Allen Shelley [authors].
